Built by the Knights
Templars in the 12th Century. The Camino de Santiago, or Way of Saint James, starts on the central
high plateau and traverses the untouched Leon Mountains. As with all of our tours, you'll be treated
to the very best local gastronomy, and stay in traditional guesthouses and hotels.

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LEON

You will be staying in a traditional hotel. From the many historical sights to
visit during the day to the nightlife in the bars and restaurants as the sun
goes down, this city provides experiences for all ages and interests. Two
standout attractions are the Cathedral with its magnificent Gothic
sculptures and stained glass windows, and the Basilica of San Isidoro.

LEON -> VILLADANGOS DEL PARAMO

Leaving Leon, the urban area continues almost as far as Virgen del Camino
(7km). From this point on, the route becomes more interesting as you follow
the historical Camino along the Plateau of Leon.

VILLADANGOS DEL PARAMO -> ASTORGA

You pass the famous “Puente de Orbigo” and leave behind the Plateau of
Leon. The Leon Mountains can be seen up ahead and the end of this stage
will bring you to Astorga, the capital of Maragateria. Not to miss in Astorga:
Episcopal palace, the cathedral, and the city walls.

ASTORGA -> RABANAL DE CAMINO
We are now deep in the Maragateria region as we gradually make our way
up to the foothills of the Leon Mountains. This part of the countryside is
characterised by broom, oak, and conifer plantations. Your destination is the
mountain town of Rabanal Del Camino.

RABANAL DE CAMINO -> PONFERRADA

Today is one of the most rewarding days along the French Way. Enjoy the
beautiful broom and heather surroundings as you ascent to Mount Irago.
Witness the ‘Iron Cross’ on the mountain pass before making your way
downwards to the wealthy area of Bierzo. If you would like to walk at a more
relaxed pace, we can arrange to split this section into two days (24km on
the first day, 8km on the second day). Accommodation is in a superb chalet
hotel in Molinaseca.
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PONFERRADA

After breakfast we bid you farewell. While you are in Ponferrada, you should
visit the town’s 16,000 square metre-Castillo de los Templarios, a castle
built by the Knights Templar in the 12 Century. Las Médulas, ancient Roman
gold mines listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, are also only a few
kilometres away from Ponferrada.
